	by Sojourner Truth
	Sojourner Truth gave this speech about women’s rights during a women’s rights convention/meeting in 1851. 

In the speech Truth says that women, especially African enslaved women, do the same things and are treated the same as men. Therefore, women deserved the same rights as men.

Therefore, this speech is an argument.

Truth uses arguments against women’s rights to prove HOW and WHY anti-feminism is wrong.

· At the end of the speech, Truth listed her demands.


I know that Truth’s speech is an argument, because...
	Claim: Women deserve the same rights as men, because many women already did and were treated like men.

Evidence:”That man over there says that women need to be helped into carriages, and lifted over ditches, and to have the best place everywhere. Nobody ever helps me into carriages, or over mud-puddles, or gives me any best place!

Reasoning: “And ain’t I a woman?”

Counterclaim:”Then that little man in black there, he says women can’t have as much rights as men, ’cause Christ wasn’t a woman!”
	Significance:”...the men better let them.” 

Throughout the speech, Truth consistently presents her claim against the counterclaims of men who were against giving rights to women. This leads me to believe that the importance of her speech was to disprove the anti-feminist arguments.
